Coronavirus Update 

 We continue to follow advice from the Department for Education and Public 
Health. Current advice for children and staff is that if they or a member of their 
household has a new continuous cough and/or high temperature then all 
household members must stay at home and not leave the house for 14 days. 
The 14-day period starts from the day when the first person in the house      
became ill. 

 We currently have no confirmed cases of Coronavirus at the school but a     
number of children and staff are away from school as a precautionary measure 
following the advice above. 

 Our school emergency action plan is in place which is being updated regularly, 
as the situation evolves. This ensures that we are clear about what to do both 
whilst the school is open and if it closes. We continue to educate the children 
on how to keep themselves as safe as possible (mainly through good hand    
hygiene) and the school is being thoroughly cleaned each day.  

 If the school closes, we will forward instructions through Parenthub about how 
your child can access work. This will be done through the school website. 

 If your child has been kept off school due to Coronavirus related symptoms or 
has had exposure to an affected person then please call the school to speak to 
a member of the leadership team before they return.
